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More than 3,000 years after his reign, and 
30 years after the original exhibition 
opened in San Francisco, Tutankhamun, 
ancient Egypt’s celebrated “boy king,” re-
turns. The de Young Museum presents 
Tutankhamun and the Golden Age of 
the Pharaohs, a glorious exhibition of 
over 130 artifacts from the tomb of Tutank-
hamun, as well as those of his royal prede-
cessors, his family, and court officials. 
Every piece in the show is at least 3,300 years old. Many of the 
pieces never traveled outside of Egypt before. Only 12 of the 50 
pieces that we will see from Tut’s remarkably well-preserved 
tomb were seen in the 1979 show. Highlights include a gold 
crown found on the head of his mummified form, a lavish bejew-
eled pectoral inscribed with the hieroglyphic for infinity, and a 
pair of coffinettes that contain the fetuses of what may have been 
the king’s children. More than twice as large as the show 30 
years ago, this show places him in a richer historical and social 
context. You will get a clear idea of where he fit in time and how 
he got to be where he was, even though he died at such a tender 
age.  We will have audio headsets. Go at your own pace through 
the exhibit. When finished, tour the permanent collection at the 
de Young and visit the café to purchase lunch.
