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This year Napa

With 
all the attention paid to detail, and 
obvious work put into the event, it 
was also obvious that many of these 
schools wanted more students, and 
had found a worthy resource. 

Here are some highlights:
SF State: A university responsible for 

several notable alumni, SF State is a 
university with eight colleges including 
Science and Engineering, Humani-
ties, Behavioral and Social Sciences, 
Creative Arts, Business, Education, 
Ethnic Studies, and Health and Human 
Services. The university is well known 
for its Cinema Department, producing 
students who have gone on to work on 

films like Titanic, Schindler�s List and 
Lord of the Rings: Return of the King.

California College of the Arts: 
This is a school that focuses on the 
visual and written arts. It is here that 
students can learn about model-
ing, media arts, ceramics, photog-
raphy, writing and literature, etc. 

Columbia School of General Stud-
ies: This school, located in New York 
City, is considered among the best 
in the world, an Ivy League col-
lege, and intended for students who 
would take, or already have taken, 
a yearlong break from schooling. 

University of Arizona: Many 
students visited this booth, and 
it�s easy to see why. Not only is 
the University of Arizona a PAC 
�� school, it has also been listed 
as one of the top ��� colleges 
in the country, and to transfer 
one would only need �� units 
and an average of a �.� GPA.

University of San Francisco: A small, 
private Jesuit school, USF is said to 
boast a strong liberal arts founda-
tion, a broad diversity of students, a 
great financial aid department and 
a remarkable sports division.

Language to both hearing and deaf 
children. NVC faculty member 
Alan Skinner�s company Virtualabs 
produced four DVDs for her. The 
first helps children learn the ABCs; 
the second is on colors and shapes, 
comparing similarities and differ-
ences; the third is Signs Around the 
House, teaching nouns and verbs; 
and the forth DVD is Baby Signs for 
new Mommies and Daddies. Her 
DVDs are now available at Borders 

Books, Amazon, on 
e-Bay and through 
her website www.
bridgingexpres-
sions.com.

The response to 
Petunia has been 
very positive, with 
both parents and 
children enjoy-

ing the DVDs. Learning Ameri-
can Sign Language, Woodward 
says, enhances visual discrimina-
tion, kinesthetic learning, critical 
thinking and visual spatial dis-
crimination and optimizes a child�s 
learning experiences. It can even 
be taught to infants from birth, 

and they can begin to sign as 
early as six months, she notes.

Woodward has been a profes-
sor of American Sign Language 
for more than �� years. She has 
a Master of Science in Voca-
tional Rehabilitation for the Deaf. 
In addition to interpreting and 
working with deaf students, she 
has also worked with brain in-
jury students at the college. 

She was featured on Napa Val-
ley College Forum this summer.

This semester she is teach-
ing a late-start class on Tech-
niques for Improving Memory, 
among other classes. Students 
can still register for the class.
