Impacts & Implications

 Local curriculum & catalog processes are already impacted by Cal-GETC, ADT, GE,
and AB 1705 changes and more. CCCs are already under stress with Curriculum
work.

« CCN requires a shift from complete COR college autonomy to a degree of intentional
alignment and similarity needed for system-level articulation needed for students.

« Vision depends on UC and CSU changes to current articulation processes.
« Course to course and major preparation consideration

« CSUCO and UCOP continue have been asked to seek feedback among their institutions
about major prep and course-to-course articulation of commonly numbered courses

« Colleges may add information to the CCN COR they deem necessary to maintain current
articulation with individual UC and CSU campuses. Note: This can only be added in areas
where the CCN template allows for optional and expanded information.

« There will be implementation impacts on people, technology, and local processes
